Requirements of Parents

1. Houma Christian School expects both

parents to be practicing Christians.

A. The unsaved parent cannot be hostile to the
gospel. God has created the child so that
the parent is the primary influence in
shaping his outlook and personality. This
influence must be pro-Christian. Ifitis
anti-Christian, most of the influence of the
Christian school will be counteracted by the
home and a partnership with the school
cannot result.

B. The non-Christian parent must be in
agreement with the enrollment of the
children and must sign all necessary forms.

C. The family should attend church regularly.

D. Family Bible reading and prayer should be
part of the normal home routine.

E. The primary motive for enrollment must be
for spiritual training.

2. The family will agree to work in a partnership
with the school and back the school fully in the
training of the child.

3. Tuition payments will be made on a regular
basis. Students whose tuition payment is 60
days late will not be admitted to class.
